President’s Message Continued..
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PENSION INCOME SPLITTING

In October 2006 the federal gov-
ernment introduced a new plan-
ning opportunity for Canadian
Seniors: the ability to split pen-
sion income beginning in 2007.
Under Canadian tax law, every-
one files their own tax return
and is taxed on the income they
earn on an individual basis.
Since we have a progressive tax system, the more
you make, the higher your tax rate.  When one
person is receiving a pension and the other per-
son has very little income, the couple will pay sig-
nificantly less tax if the pension income which is
being used to support the couple jointly , is split
between both partners.

Under the new rules, any Canadian resident who
receives income that qualifies for the existing
$2000.00 pension income tax credit will be entitled
to allocate to their resident spouse or common-law
partner up to one half of their qualifying ”pension
income”.

PROVINCIAL RTO/ERO

   Tents for T yrconnell Herit age Society was one of the
successful recipients of a grant made available through
the Retired T eachers of Ont ario (RT O). Elgin District 41
RTO submitted an application to Project – Service to Oth-
ers, a Provincial RTO/ERO program which provides grants
to Districts for initiatives that support the concept of
“Service to Others”.  A cheque for $4000 was received
for a tent and flys (canopies) that can be used for various
events. These may include Education Days, Relive the
Early Talbot Settlement Pioneer days, Seniors Day in the
Park, children’s daycamps, the Heritage Farm Show and
as a protection for displays set up at W allacetown Fair .

All of these events proceed rain or shine so if
weather is inclement sheltered areas are needed and
have to be planned for in advance.  In future these tents
will augment those borrowed from neighbouring com-
munities and individuals.  For Education Day on May 25th,
2007  457 students participated. Grade 3 students  expe-
rienced a Pioneer Day and grade 7/8’s had a focus on the
War of 1812- 14.  Classes from public, separate, Chris-
tian  and home-schooled groups were involved.  They
were guided from one activity to another by volunteers in
period outfits.

      The presenters for the approximately 30 varied sta-
tions involved local people and others from a distance.
These skilled craftspeople, re-enactors and natives pro-
vided a real living history experience to interest and in-
form  students.  All gave of their time and expertise vol-
unt arily .  Some st ations were in the area of the Backus-
Page House Museum, others on the S t. Peters T yrconnell
Church property or in John E. Pearce Provincial Park. It is
community projects such as this that Project – Service
to Others through RTO becomes involved. Besides the
financial assist ance to this education-related endeavour ,
at least ten retired teachers actively participated as pre-
senters, guides and committee members organizing the
day.

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THE LIEUTENANT-GOVERNOR VISITS..

   One highlight of Senate this year was the ad-
dress of The Honourable James K. Bartleman, the
Lieutenant Governor of Ontario. He spoke to us
about his experiences growing up in the Sarnia
and  Mnjikaning First Nation areas with a native
mother and a white father who were both young
and poor . The family was not accepted by either
community and he felt the pain of racism and the
hardship of poverty .
      His escape was in reading and through litera-
ture he saw the possibility of a different life. Al-
though he had a short career as a secondary teacher
in Petrolia and taught in England before writing
the Foreign Service exam, he decided that he
would much rather see the world.
    From his experiences in work and travel he “saw
the condition of youth around the world and knew
how fortunate we were in Canada.”

   This year Spring Senate was held May 29 - 30
with Carolyn Cameron and me attending as sena-
tors, Fran Wren as observer and Ric Murray as
Resolutions Committee Member .

      The Senate approved the following  vision
statement for RTO/ERO:  RTO/ERO will continue to
be publicly recognized as the primary voice of re-
tired teachers in the Province of Ontario, as an orga-
nization committed to improving services to mem-
bers and as the provider of the best group health
plans available to its members .

RTO/ERO is in transition as it grows to improve ser-
vice to members.  Our organization has grown from
a social club to a very important player in the area
of Health Insurance. Many of our deliberations con-
cerned the work of the Health services and Insur-
ance Committee. This Committee is responsible for
the oversight, the operation, administration, inter-
pretation, and application of the RTO/ERO Health
Insurance and Benefits program on behalf of RTO/
ERO.

     Our Health Care plan is owned and managed
by RTO/ERO  and has a tradition of providing high-
est quality and most affordable health insurance
benefits. The plan has been very successful and
has now evolved into a multimillion  dollar busi-
ness providing benefits to 38,000 members and their
families.

     As with any business there is a demand for more
defined roles, greater accountability and a need
for training so that the people making decisions
have an extensive knowledge base in order to
make good choices. Committee members will have
to undergo extensive training in order to have a
good understanding of insurance and benefits. If
required committee members may serve for more
than three years as it takes that long to gain the
required knowledge. A process has also been put
in place for removing members who lose the con-
fidence of the Provincial Executive.

    Finally the committee will increase to include
both the Provincial First and Second Vice-presi-
dent as members.   This committee was also asked
to study and report back to the Fall Senate the fol-
lowing motion: “That RTO/ERO lobby the govern-
ment of Ontario to enhance the Ontario Drug Ben-
efit Plan by making it identical to the health plans

accessible to politicians and bureaucrats in the
province of Ontario.”

Our Political Action Committee is preparing for
upcoming elections and has identified areas of
major concern for members. These include
delisting of drugs and heath care concerns, mu-
nicipal property assessment and the environment.
There will be inserts in the Renaissance magazine
in the Summer and Fall issues with more informa-
tion outlining RTO/ERO position on these.

 One Final motion that was approved by Senate
deals with soldiers killed while on active duty . It
was decided that “when a Canadian soldier dies
while on active duty , the Provincial Executive will
send condolences to the commanding officer of the
soldier’s home base; it is understood that the com-
manding officer will forward these condolences to
the soldier ’s family .”

If there is any confusion or difficulty
understanding this booklet, feel free to call Johnson
Insurance.  These booklets are updated and printed
every three years and the good news is that each
participant will be receiving a new Health Plan
Booklet in February of 2008.  It is also suggested
that when travelling out of province or country that
you take the “out of Province/Canada” travel book-
let with you.  In the event of a medical emergency ,
this will facilitate you getting the care you are en-
titled  to and making you certain of the benefits
you have.

     The theme speaker for the annual meeting was
Tony Abbott, D. Ch., a Registered Chiropodist and
Foot Specialist from Collingwood. He mde a very
informative presentation on the care of our feet.

     Our committee looks forward to being of assist-
ance to any of our participants in the Health Insur-
ance Plans.

For those under age 65 pension  income will in-
clude a pension from an employer-sponsored de-
fined benefit or defined contribution plan.  For re-
cipient s 65 or over , pension income includes the
employer-sponsored plan, and as well , monies from
an RRSP, RRIF or LIF.
The following types of income are not eligible:
OAS; GIS; CPP; RRSP withdrawals.
While CPP income doesn’t qualify as eligible pen-

sion income for pension splitting, existing rules do
permit   CPP recipients to split their CPP retire-
ment benefit.

Any pension income that’s split can be simply de-
ducted from the income of one spouse or partner
and included as income on the other spouse’s or
partner’s tax return.  The election to split pension
income will be made one year at a time and can
be changed or modified each t ax year , depending
on financial circumstances and planning needs.
